DAY 1 

1-Jul-17 Saturday 

Melbourne International Airport 

 Meet at Melbourne International Airport, Terminal 2 

 Flight number SB0111, AirCalin (airline) 

 This leaves us 3 hours between our arrival/check-in and our flight. 

 Please allow 15 minutes to find a park and to make your way to the 

terminal. 

 You must bring your ticket wallet with your E-ticket & pre-filled in 

immigration card. 

 All luggage must already have GET tags filled out and attached (see ticket 

wallet for tags)  

ALL PASSPORTS WILL BE BROUGHT BY GLEN EIRA COLLEGE. 

 Depart Melbourne International Airport at 1:30pm 

 Arrive at Noumea La Tontouta (airport) at 6:00pm local time. 

 Transfer to pick our group up.  

 Arrive at Nouvata Parc Hotel. 

 Dinner on the beach from the local café- costs covered. (NO swimming!) 

DAY 2 

2-Jul-17 Sunday 

Nouméa  

 Buffet Breakfast at Hotel 

 Students discover Amedee Island on a day tour/cruise. (canceled►bad 

weather) and reported to tuesday. 

 As a group, we visit the Parc Forestier the Botanical Gardens.  

 Eat lunch and drink at the gardens (included in tour). 

 Transfer to and from hotel. 

 6:45pm, leave hotel for dinner 

 7pm, dinner reservation at Pizza Pasta Restaurant, a short walk from the 

hotel.

 Buffet Breakfast at Hotel 7am 

 8:30-10:30am, students take part in a 2-hour French language lesson at 

the hotel.  

 In the afternoon, explore Nouméa and its sights on the Tchou Tchou 

Train.  

 In the evening, there will be a buffet dinner at the hotel.

 Buffet Breakfast at Hotel 

 In the morning students have free time till 10:45am. 

 Check out at 11am, leave luggage at hotel. 

 12pm, transfer pick up at the hotel 

 Students discover Amedee Island on a day tour/cruise. 

 Return to hotel at 3pm 

 3:30pm- afternoon transfer of students to Dumbéa sur Mer where all 

students and teachers will be introduced to their local homestay 

families.  

 Afternoon tea at school, then students return home with their host 

families.

 Arrival at school with host brother/sister

 Students spend the day at the school in Dumbéa sur Mer attending 

classes.

 Students invited to attend co-curricular activities (sculpture classes, 

choir, science club)

 Arrival at school with host brother/sister 

 Students spend the morning at the school in Dumbéa sur Mer and visit 

the adjoining primary school.  

 In the afternoon, all students are dismissed from school at midday and 

will have the afternoon to spend with their host brothers/sisters. 

DAY  8 

8-Jul-17 Saturday 

Homestay – Dumbéa sur Mer – Airport – Melbourne  

 5:45am, Students must arrive at Dumbéa sur Mer   

 6:15am airport transfer from Dumbéa sur Mer to the airport for the 

return flight to Melbourne.  

 Breakfast/snacks will be provided on bus. 

 Flight departing 8:50am (Tontouta Airport) 

 Flight SB110 arrives in Melbourne 12pm
